Henry stating that consistent with Article VI-Administration, Section 608D of the Township Zoning Ordinance the Herrick Township Planning Commission, at its meeting on December 14, 2023 unanimously voted that the submission and presentation by CMGT, relative to its expanded Conditional Use Application, is insufficient relative to the “express standards and criteria” and “applicable performance standards” specified under Section 608A (1) to (4) and is not supported by the Commission. The planning commission submitted the unofficial minutes of the December 14, 2023 meeting.
Report from Zoning Officer John Watts was read.
Email dated February 5, 2024 was read from Keith Miller expressing his opposition of CMGT Holdings to allow medical detoxification and building/sewage expansion for Mountain Edge Recovery.

There was no report from SEO Justin Ford.
Township insurance policy from DGK Insurance has been received.
The auditors met and raised supervisor hourly rate to $19.75, secretary/treasurer to $1000 per month and will keep the treasurer’s bond at $750,000.

A thank you was received from Susquehanna County Interfaith for our recent donation.

A letter dated January 5, 2024 was read from Devyn Voda, Dirt & Gravel Road Specialist, stating that the final inspection was completed on the Lowe Lake Road project and found to be satisfactory.  The final payment of $5,997.77 was also received.

Robert Tompkins, New Leaf Energy, spoke about a 15 acre solar farm that is being proposed off 171.  In a few months the application will be made.
Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to adopt a resolution designating Nancy Harvatine as the official signer of the DCNR grant application.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.  The township will use Act 13 funds as the matching funds.  Katie Smith, Northeast Regional Planning, will write the grant.

Nancy Harvatine made a motion seconded by Bernard J. Zembrzycki to pass a resolution designating the month of April 2024 as “PA 811 Safe Digging Month”.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.

Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to sign the Municipal Election polling place agreement.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.

Nancy Harvatine made a motion seconded by Bernard J. Zembrzycki to pass the resolution to adopt the Susquehanna County 2023 Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Bernard J. Zembrzycki and seconded by Jacob Reeder to allow the Lewis Lake Association to use the meeting room on May 25 and August 31 from 9 am to 11:30 am.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.

Nancy Harvatine has filed the statement of financial interest.

Treasurer’s bond for Nancy Harvatine has been received.

Bernard J. Zembrzyki made a  motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to donate $200 to the Susquehanna County Conservation District’s envirothon.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.

Notice of application for renewal of Elk Mountain Ski Resort, Inc.’s NPDES permit was received from Franko’s Water Quality LLC.

Certificate of insurance has been received from Flynn Construction.

Various assessment change notices were received.

Pleasant Mt. Emergency Services submitted a report for 2023 showing 278 dispatches and 31 calls to Herrick Township.

Inspection report was received for Stonebridge Road bridge.  Various maintenance issues will be addressed.

A culvert design was received from Stephen Knash for Tirzah Road.

The secretary will place an ad in the PA Township News and ask the County Township Officials’ secretary to send email out for sale of the tractor.

Nancy Harvatine made a motion seconded by Bernard J. Zembrzycki to set roadmaster Brian Zembrzycki’s hourly rate at $21.00.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.  

Elliot Ross asked where the culvert was on Tirzah Road.  Brian Zembrzycki replied that it is between Bunnell Farm Road intersection and Barrese property.  

Bernard J. Zembrzycki will get quotes to place power at the pavilion at the park and also contact PPL.

Maryann Durko McCusker stated that wood chips were left on her stone wall and in the field on property she owns on Plue Road. She would like them cleaned up.  Roadmaster Brian Zembrzycki stated that he would rake the chips off the stone wall onto the township right of way when the weather breaks.

Catherine Meredith asked for confirmation of the continuance of the CMGT conditional hearing. Hearing will be held Wednesday, February 7, 2024 at 6 p.m.

Nancy Ross asked for the ditch on Tirzah road to be filled in.  Elliot Ross asked about state guide rail at end of Bunnell Farm road which is not attached.  Roadmaster Brian Zembrzycki replied that he asked the state about it last May. They took pictures, but haven’t fixed it. It’s Penn DOT’s responsibility.  Kurt Schultz asked about resurfacing Lyon Street; again, that is Penn DOT’s responsibility.

Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
