Email dated December 13, 2023 was read from Keith Miller opposing the request of Mountain’s Edge Recovery for medical detoxification treatment. 

The compliance audit for Pleasant Mt. Emergency Services Relief Association was received from the Auditor General. Several deficiencies were reported including not depositing funds in a timely manner, not keeping proper membership roster, and no title for a trailer.

A certificate of insurance was received from Mar-Paul Company, Inc.

A letter dated December 20, 2023 was read from Michael Briechle stating that his hourly rate for normal municipal work will increase to $225 and for trial court and appellate court representation hourly rate will increase to $275.

Elliot Ross asked who Attorney Henry was and where Crum Tree Service was located and what work was done in the township.  Atty. Henry was hired to represent the planning commission and Crum Tree Service recently completed trimming on Plue Road.

Bud and Catherine Meredith stated that they are requesting the zoning officer or proper official go to Mountain’s Edge Recovery and confirm that it is being operated under the conditions that were approved. 

Brian Zembrzycki stated that he doesn’t understand why the township would want to haul material in a 8 ton truck when it would be more economical to do so with a 23 ton truck.  A discussion followed concerning full or part time road workers.  Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Jacob Reeder to accept the lowest bid for equipment from Brian Zembrzycki Excavating.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.
Bernard J. Zembrzycki made a motion seconded by Nancy Harvatine to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried on unanimous vote.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:17 p.m.
